Jesus pointed His hearers back to the marriage 
institution as ordained at creation. . . . Then 
marriage and the Sabbath had their origin, twin 
institutions for the glory of God in the benefit of 
humanity. Then, as the Creator joined the hands 
of the holy pair in wedlock, . . . He enunciated 
the law of marriage for all the children of Adam 
to the close of time. 

Twin Institutions



That which the Eternal Father Himself had 
pronounced good was the law of highest 
blessing and development for man. Like 
every other one of God's good gifts 
entrusted to the keeping of humanity, 
marriage has been perverted by sin; but it 
is the purpose of the gospel to restore its 
purity and beauty.  {FLB 253.4}

"Marriage is honorable" (Hebrews 13:4); it was one of 
the first gifts of God to man, and it is one of the two 
institutions that, after the Fall, Adam brought with him 
beyond the gates of Paradise. When the divine 
principles are recognized and obeyed in this relation, 
marriage is a blessing; it guards the purity and 
happiness of the race, it provides for man's social 
needs, it elevates the physical, the intellectual, and the
